Xlandia Recommendation Essay

Directions – please write an essay that clearly explains your groups’ recommendations for the new government of Xlandia.  This may be in the first person – “We would suggest, we felt that…”
Your grade will have a lot to do with how clearly you explain the options you have chosen (e.g., how clearly you can explain the “what” and “why” of a unitary system).  But, your grade will also be based on how well you use logos and pathos (through good assertions, evidence, and commentary) to argue your recommendations; feel free to compare your ideas to any alternatives.

The paper should organized as follows:

Introductory Paragraph- 

While you are going to be addressing your oral arguments to a select group of Xlandian leaders, I will ask you to write your essay to the People of Xlandia.  You may even start your first paragraph with the line: “Dear People of Xlandia…”

Your introductory paragraph needs to welcome and congratulate the People of Xlandia for their transition from an authoritarian government to a democracy.   You should have a broad thesis as to why and how a republic/democracy will best insure their future health and growth (no specific recommendations in this paragraph).  Also, it is required that you include a quote or direct reference to at least one of our readings thus far in AP Gov or in Forensics.  This can be from a Federalist Paper or a reading in Forensics – but make sure you include the author and the author’s intent behind the quote.

Paragraphs on Constitution, Legislative, Executive, Judicial, and Citizen Participation-
You can combine these or have them as separate paragraphs, but each needs to have your recommendations.  These don’t have to be too elaborate, but each one should have at least a few reasons why you chose this model (e.g, a parliamentary system vs. presidential).

Conclusion-
Conclude in any way you see fit.  A reference to any current event would help your grade a tiny ton.  Please, don’t make your conclusion any longer than 3-4 sentences.
